Eligibility Requirements

Grades Eligible:

6th, 7th’ 8th, gth' 10th’ 11th' 12th

Participation:

Must be an enrolled member of
St. Ann’s Church.

School:

Must be attending a certified school.

Report Card:

A copy of the child’s report card must be
turned in to the Rectory NO LATER
than 4:00 pm on the following dates:

1% Marking Period: Dec. 15, 2009
2" Marking Period: Feb. 16, 2010
3'Y Marking Period: May 17, 2010
4™ Marking Period: July 15, 2010

Grade Incentive Programs

Grades Incentives:

Good grade incentives will be rewarded to
students based on each marking period. The
following monetary rewards will be given to each
student receiving the following grades for their
“CORE COURSES ONLY” (history, math,
science, social studies, language, physical
education and (art — high school only).

HONORS/ENRICHMENT PROGRAM:
6 points for each A
5 points for each B
4 points for each C

GENERAL ED COURSES:
5 points for each A
4 points for each B
3 points for each C

GRADE IMPROVEMENT:
** 3 points for each grade improved
following the second marking period.

POINT TOTALS:

High School: 20 Points = $20.00
15 Points = $10.00
Grades 6-8: 25 Points = $20.00

20 Points = $10.00

** No improvements points will be accumulated
until after the 2"* marking period and will only be
given to those who did not receive any points for
Honors or General Ed courses.

Points will be accumulated after each marking
period. Only those with enough points for that
marking period will receive an award. A reception
will be held in the Parish Centre where the
student will be honored and receive their
monetary award based on their point totals for
each academic marking period.
